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Structural Imbalance of the Socialization of College Students:

Generation and Rectification Mechanism

Abstract: “Rogue” and “puerility” are the two extremes of socialization of college students and also
the manifestations of over-fast and excessive socialization in private life field as well as too slow and even
non-socialized structural imbalance in the public field. The author uses two mainstream socialization
theories to research generation and rectification mechanism of the structural imbalance of socialization of
college students. It is found that reflective appraisals, social comparison, imitation, self-attribution,
external attribution, self-enforcement and self-weakening lead to generation and continuation of structural
imbalance of socialization. To rectify structural imbalance of socialization, it is necessary to improve civic
education and social responsibility education, and rebuild trust and identification in society. On the other
hand, it is necessary to carry out multi-form interventions, such as class building, student association
construction and campus culture building, achieve resocialization of college students, restrain excessive
socialization of life field, boost social responsibility sense and civic awareness of college students and speed
up socialization process in the public field.
