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Left-wing party groups of the European Parliament.

Abstract: The European Parliament’s party groups and their political practices provide the most
important organizational support for the cooperation of specific transnational political parties. At present,
the three left-wing party groups of the European Parliament are the Social Democratic Party group
(S&.D),Radical Left Party group (GUE/NGL) and the Green Party group (Greens/EFA). This paper
introduces the concept of the European Parliament’s party group, the classification and policies of left-wing
party groups, compares and interprets the policy convergence and differences among left-wing party groups
from various perspectives, and concludes that the convergence is reflected in agriculture and fishery,
environment and energy, economy and finance, diplomacy and security, civil rights and obligations, and
that the differences are mainly reflected in the genetically modified food, traveler safety, health care and
other fields of people's livelihood, so as to better grasp the policy orientation of the left party groups, and
explore the actual development of the left-wing party groups.
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
